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   PUBLIC HEALTH ORDINANCE, 1939 

PUBLIC HEALTH (PREVENTION OF FORMIDABLE DISEASES) 

(CORONAVIRUS)) REGULATIONS, 2020 

 

By virtue of the power vested by regulation 4(6) of the Public Health (Prevention of Formidable 

Diseases) (Coronavirus) Regulations, 2020, the Governor in Council by Order exempts the 

following persons from the requirement for isolation under regulation 4(2), subject to the 

condition that they remain in isolation at Bradleys Camp (or, if unavailable, at Bertrand’s 

Cottage until Bradleys Camp becomes available) for a period of 14 days from date of entry:

BARBARA FULLER 

AYLA PHILLIPS 

who arrived on 13 April, 2020 aboard the MV Helena. 

 

This exemption does not otherwise affect the application of the Public Health (Prevention of 

Formidable Diseases) (Coronavirus) Regulations, 2020, which continue to apply as if the period 

of isolation imposed by this Order constitutes the period of isolation under regulation 4. 

 

The Order issued on 14 April 2020 and published in Gazette Notice No. 66 of 14 April 2020, 

is revoked.
