Commentary
Population

This section summarises the population figures for St. Helena and dependencies. Table 2.1
shows the enumerated population at every census since discovery. The enumerated
population is derived from a"head count” - i.e. a count of all persons present on the island.

The population of St Helena expanded to about 7,000 by 1850, following the fortification of
the island at the time of Napoleon's exile (1815-1821). At the turn of the twentieth century,
about 5,000 Boer prisoners of war were held on St Helena which increased the population to
almost 10,000. The population fell to 3,500 by 1911, and then by 1998 rose to 5,157. The
population level has since fallen considerably because of increasing numbers of overseas
workers and declining birth rates.

Datafor Ascension Island show the number of St Helenians on theisland. Since the only
people allowed to live on Ascension are contract workers and their families, thereisno
indigenous population.

Table 2.2 shows the resident population ("de jure” or enumerated population less visitors)

of St Helena at the 1998 census. The age and sex structure showed a decreasing number

of children, with a bulge towards the middle-age population. Since the 1980's, the birth rate
has fallen considerably. As overseas workers retire, the middle-age bulge will become an old
age bulge.

Birth and death rates

Since the number of births and deaths per year is small, birth and death rates are estimated
using 5-year averages. These rates are not adjusted for changes in the age structure of the
population. Thisis because data on births and deaths by age is not readily available for the
years before 1980, and the small number of births and deaths mean that random variations
from year to year are likely to be less significant than any change to the age structure.

The desth rate on St Helena has remained fairly constant over the years, whereas the birth
rate has been declining. At present there are about 8 births per thousand population. There
has been a marked decrease in the number of births since 2000.

Infant mortality

Infant mortality is a measure of the number of infants who die before reaching their first
birthday. This has declined over the years from 50 per thousand live birthsin 1950 to 5.6
per thousand live birthsin 2005. A decrease in the rates such as this, usually indicates a
general rise in health care standards and living conditions.

Livestock and meat production

Table 3.1 shows the results of livestock censuses conducted by the Agriculture and Natural Resources
Department since 1945. The numbers of donkeys have declined rapidly and there are no more horses
ontheisland. Thefiguresindicate that the number of cattle and sheep has decreased considerably in the
last decade.

Local meat production is shown in table 3.2. The historical figures should be treated with caution, since
the estimates of production are based on a recent sample of animal dead weights. They also reflect the
slaughterings inspected by the Environmental Health Department, rather than the actual numbers
slaughtered.

Fish

The amount of fish purchased by the St Helena Fisheries Corporation varies each year, but reached 585
tonnes in 1989. Purchases have varied over the years.

Tables 3.4.1 and .2 show the type of fish caught locally. The main species are skipjack and tuna followed
by wahoo, mackerel and grouper. Shark and Marlin are also caught.

Electricity

The amount of electricity consumed has more than tripled since 1985, as shown in table 3.5. For the
same period the number of consumers has increased by 94%. The amount of electricity generated per
consumer has risen dramatically, from 1,700 kW'sin 1982 to 3,113 kW's in 2005. The total units
generated have almost tripled since 1985. Note that the amount of electricity consumed is not the same
as the amount generated, since someislost in distribution ("line loss"). It is difficult to relate revenue
collected to electricity consumed during any quarter because of timing differences.

Forestry and sawmilling

Table 3.6 illustrates the main activities of the Forestry Section of the Agriculture & Natural Resources
Department. The amount of locally produced timber showed a marked increase in 1999 but has since
dropped over the past six years.

Revenue from forest products has drastically declined since 2001.
Housing
Data on the number of houses being built have only been regularly collected since 1987, and are shown

in Table 3.7. However data collected at each census show that the pace of dwelling construction has
accelerated. 25 houses were completed at the end of 2005 with 158 being under construction.
