WHEREAS it is fitting that coins to commemorate HRH Prince Philip a Memorial Collection
of designs should be issued under the provisions of section 4(1) of the Currency (Ascension) Ordinance,
2009, which coins shall be legal tender in Ascension.

AND WHEREAS it is within the province of the Governor to specify the denomination,
weight, form, design and composition of coins to be made and issued, by Proclamation and with the
approval of the Secretary of State.

NOW THEREFORE, I, the Governor of Ascension, acting in accordance with the provisions
of section 4(2) of the Ordinance, and with the approval of the Secretary of State, do hereby order and
specify for Ascension the following commemorative coins:
